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	Key message 1:
	Effect of COVID-19: 70% fall in elective PCI activity during first wave, with less of a fall for patients being treated for NSTEMI (35%), and the least reduction in activity was for primary PCI to treat STEMI (14%)

	Key message 2:
	The use of intracoronary imaging (ICI) during PCI of the unprotected LMS is recommended in guidelines, but we have identified wide variation in practice.  Hospitals need to increase use of ICI when undertaking PCI to treat the unprotected LMS.

	Key message 3:
	Day case PCI for elective procedures: we continue to identify wide variation in practice determined by local logistic issues and not patient characteristics


	Key message 4:
	Use of drug eluting stents instead of bare metal stents: almost all Hospitals perform well, with a high proportion of drug eluting stent use across all clinical syndromes
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
